Southern Cross District High School, located in the Eastern Wheatbelt, provides contemporary education for around 55 students from Kindergarten to Year 10. Our small student population enables us to offer a personalised learning environment, whilst also providing a breadth of curriculum, teacher expertise and resourcing. Foremost, our school aims to empower students with the values, skills and knowledge essential in becoming valued members of their local community and beyond.

Staff and students strive to achieve their personal best, though we understand success comes in different forms for each individual. We implement the Positive Behaviour Support Program and its central philosophy, that promoting positive behaviour and expectation creates the best learning environment and expect staff and students alike to reach for our Positive Behaviour Support 'Stars'.

Our highly motivated and caring staff provide quality learning opportunities for our students in a safe and supportive manner, with a strong emphasis on strengthening relationships. Specialised early childhood and primary teachers, together with support staff, deliver individualised, innovative and engaging programs. Our specialist secondary teachers provide a diverse curriculum so students positively transition to senior schooling and beyond.

Recognising that parents and the broader community play a vital role in supporting our initiatives, we have forged strong links with our local community.  This includes the local mining and agriculture industry.  We have formed partnerships with several families who have been in the district for generations, through partnerships with the local Shire, businesses, mining companies, sporting organisations and neighbouring schools. These partnerships are strengthened through our staff, many of whom play an active role in the broader community.

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Principal’s Message 

Reflecting on the past twelve months, I am particularly proud of the exceptional work that we continue to undertake in the delivery of quality education to our young people. We continue to take great strides forward in our commitment to provide every student with a pathway to a successful future, transitioning them from primary to middle school and then on to high or agricultural schools. 

Throughout the year we have continued to focus on providing students with access to a high-quality learning environment, teachers, support staff and resources. This journey has been some three years in the making and in December 2023 the school received recognition for its work by achieving a three-year return for our Public School Review.

We have undertaken a three-year school improvement journey The Fogarty EDvance School Improvement Program focuses on building the capacity of the school team to make informed evidence-based decisions, strategically plan, and ultimately, improve student outcomes. This vision to improve the educational outcomes of children attending schools in regional communities, parallel’s the school’s vision of ensuring each student can reach for their own individual stars.  Our implementation of explicit instruction and evidenced based programs will only highlight improved results in the future.

Southern Cross District High School is building its reputation for improved literacy and numeracy results, a disruption free learning environment and accommodating the needs of all our students.  We continue to provide special days, which are celebrated across the year, including celebrating Attendance and providing Breakfast Club for our students three times per week.

Southern Cross District High School is opening its doors to the community and the community has been involved in our school, more than ever.  We now have volunteers coming every day to read to our students, run Breakfast Club, have meet and greets, open Board Meetings; and this has resulted in improved communication between the community, school and families.  Our assemblies have increased attendance, as we have reduced the number of assemblies, but promoted awards, such as Attendance, Mathematics, Literacy and Principal Awards.  We have also introduced Certificates to the school for the first time and our students are being recognised in the community and local businesses are employing them to work.  Our reputation is growing through our improvements.

The School Community were excited to present our new Business Plan for 2024-2027.

I have great pride in being the Principal of Southern Cross District High School. I commit to being an instructional leader, who always sees the bigger picture towards our vision.  This means supporting staff for quality professional learning that aligns with our Fogarty Focus Areas. The Health and Wellbeing of our students is very important.  We have set up a Vulnerable Families Meeting, where the Shire, Drs surgery, hospital, schools and WAPOL meet and discuss how we can best support our students.  We regularly provide information and resources for our families in our newsletter.

Southern Cross District High School regularly promotes special days that allow students to celebrate mental health days, such as:  R U OK Day.  Students also participate in free dress days, dress up days and crazy hair days.  

	Student attendance rates are monitored, analysed and acted upon to improve attendance.

	The school’s Attendance Plan supports improvement in this key area. It is acknowledged that severe attendance issues remain a concern, especially at the middle school. These issues are complex and difficult to resolve. 
The Attendance Plan outlines Targets and importantly focuses on Monitoring and Follow Up Procedures, Intervention Strategies, Recognition Strategies and Data Collection. Notably, the plan includes the strategy of building a range of options to re-engage students especially those with anxiety as anecdotally this is becoming more frequent with the non-attending students.
Currently we are sitting on 75% attendance.  With the middle school having improved attendance compared to the primary school.

· Coordinates the School Psychologist referral process.

· Coordinates Case Conferences for additional students to support their learning and progress.
· Seeks SSEN:BE and SSEN:D support for classroom teachers and Education Assistants and coordinate Visiting Teacher timetables.
· Supports timetable development for Education Assistants.
· Works closely with classroom teachers and Education Assistants to utilise explicit evidence-based instruction.

Southern Cross DHS’s workforce is based on a blend of community people, and those who apply to work with us from a variety of other locations. The school has experienced teachers who drive the teaching and learning schedule of the school. A Deputy Principal has been appointed until 2026, as the substantive Deputy Principal is on parental leave.  

In 2024, SCDHS was fully staffed with a variety of contract and permanent teachers.  Flying Squad teachers were called upon when teachers took long service leave or extended sick leave.

Attracting and retaining teachers has historically been a challenge, largely due to our location and housing accessibility.  The Attraction and Retention payment has assisted with staffing for 2024, however, for 2025 this payment has reduced by over 50% and this will affect the transiency and stability of staff.
